Personal protective equipment last resort or temporary control.


LEGEND

E: Extreme/significant risk; immediate action required; must be managed by Senior Management and OSH Coordinator with a detailed plan.

H:  high risk; senior management and OSH Coordinator attention needed, detailed research and management planning at senior levels.

M: moderate risk, management and OSH Coordinator responsibility must be specified; manage by specific monitoring or response procedures.
L: low risk, manage by routine procedures; unlikely to need specific allocation of resources.
